Developed in Dec ’03 by Ching-Yu Hung 
 
This is really Kirikomi, which uses cutting as 
essential part of the design.   
 
Start with a square piece of paper.  The side of 
paper you want on the outside should face up.

Fold in half way horizontally, fold back, 
then fold in half way vertically, fold back. 
 

 

 
 
2  
Flip the paper over (so the out-side of paper faces 
down). 
Fold in half way diagonally and fold back. Repeat 
for the other diagonal. 
 

 

 

 
 
3 
Reinforce the creases and gather up the 4 corners.  
Shape it into a diamond.   The white side (inside) 
should be out.  This is known as the preliminary- 
fold base.

Make crease lines as shown.

5 
Open up the front diamond, reinforce crease a on 
the top layer, and fold in the top layer by reversing 
the crease b and crease c lines.  After this, the 
design should look like the picture.

Flip it over and repeat #4.  Then, cut along the two 
lower crease lines.

7 
Open the paper up.  Reverse the folds in #5 so that 
the oblong diamond has colored side out. 
 
 

 
 

Now the design should look like:

Flip it over.  Position the paper like in #6.  Open up 
the two sharp triangles from the cuts.  Fold them 
back over the oblong diamond formed in #7.  Then 
valley-fold along center line. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
The design should then look like the photo. 
Note the various body parts in the picture.  Upper 
flaps are two arms and the neck-head.  Lower flaps 
are the two legs and tail. 
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9 
Fold one leg as shown.  This is folding both layers 
of the leg together, not inside reverse fold.  Repeat 
for the other leg. 
 

 

 
 
 
 
10 
Open up the rear end and sharpen the tail using the 
same technique in #4, #5 (this is known as the petal 
fold).  Now the design should look like the following 
photo. 
 

 
 
Close the rear end.   
 
11 
Sharpen the arm with the mountain folds shown 
below.  Keep the fold line off-center on the tip so 
that the hand is not too narrow.  Repeat for the 
other arm.

Open the head-neck flap and fold the head down as 
shown. 
 

 
 
13 
Fold the details on the head with the mountain and 
valley folds as shown. 
 

 
 
14 
For final touches, fold the arms, legs and tail to 
make different stances.   Head can be turned the 
opposite way.  Use tooth pick to curl up the hands if 
desired.
