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Scarecrow  
 

 
 
Developed in June 2004 by Ching-Yu Hung.  This is 
probably an intermediate level model.    
 
Start with a square piece of paper.  8 1/2 inch 
square is fine if it’s thin (normal 20 lb copy-machine 
paper).  Same color on both sides will work better.   
 
1    
Fold in a little bit along two adjacent sides.  Rabbit 
ear on the corner where the folds meet. 
  

 
 
 

2  
Make a bird base out of the slightly reduced square.  
The folds made on #1 should be inside the base. 
 
 

 
 
 
3

Flip it over.  Fold the leg narrower through all layers 
of paper on either side.

Flip it over.  Fold down the arms.

Flip it over again.  Fold in to form the upper body.  
The fold lines need to intersect with fold lines for the 
leg at the right points to create the outline of the 
legs and the upper body. 

 
 
 
 
 

7 
Flip over again.  Fold down the top flap so that the 
“nose” is at the right level with respect to the collars.   
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8 
Reverse the fold lines on the folded-down part of #7 
so that the tip goes inside the “face”. 
 

 
 

9 
Do an outside reverse fold to turn out the nose. 
 

 
 

10 
Complete the folds on #8 to hide the top portion of 
the flap inside the face, leaving the nose sticking 
out. 

 

 
11 
Fold in-and-out to form the hat. 
 

 
 

12 
Fold in the face.  Pull on the flap to fold it inside 
more than the upper-body fold (#6) did.  Note the 
separation of neck from the shoulder. 

 

 
 

13 
Flatten the triangle as shown.    
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14 
Fold in the hat.  This defines the top outline of the 
hat, so you should fold to the central line. 

 

 
 

15 
Tuck in the excess under the rim of the hat. 

 
 

 
 

16 
Repeat #12 to #15 on the other side to complete 
the face and the hat.  Flip it over.  Crease in-and-
out along a V shape above the collar to define the 
chin. 

 

 
 

16 
Shape the arms, hands and legs, and you’re done.   
 
Variation 
 
For the nose-less model, skip the two-side slight 
fold-ins (#1).  Also do not fold down the tip of the 
top flap (#7).  Instead, pinch the tip and leave it on 
the top of the hat.  You’ll get a taller hat to make up 
for the lack of nose.  If the face and/or hat look too 
tall, you might want to adjust the fold lines at #3 and 
#5 to make the proportion right.
